Facilitating collection of (additional) materials to submit the OhioMATYC Teaching  Excellence 
Award recipient for the AMATYC Teaching Excellence Award – Fall of odd years 

Facilitating collection of materials to nominate someone for the AMATYC Mathematics Excellence 

Award (as appropriate) – Fall of odd years
